BIBLE PASSAGE - Matthew 28

Matthew 28:16 Now the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the mountain to which Jesus had
directed them. 17 And when they saw him they worshiped him, but some doubted. 18 And Jesus
came and said to them, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 19 Go
therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in[b] the name of the Father and of the
Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And
behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age.”

Connect:
Get to know each other. Connect, warm up to each other, and take time to fellowship.

Care:
Carry each other's burdens. Share life’s challenges and practice Soul Care. Pray together.

Challenge:

Dive into God’s Word. Use these discussion questions. Learn from each other's insight.

1. As we close the series on Matthew (other than Easter) Which week stands out as the one
that has stuck with you. Share with the group the impact of reading through Matthew.

2. Was there an action step that you continue to think about or are walking in that came from
this study? If there was a response to the book of Matthew for you or your family what do
you think that should be?

3. When you think of the Great Commission, what comes to mind and how do you think the
church is doing with this command?

4. Share with the group the one place/group/area you feel called to go and make Jesus
known and be making Disciples.

5. Take this opportunity to write down one person or family that you can be praying for to
take that step to follow Jesus, and begin to make a plan on how you would disciple them if
and when they make that decision. Commit them to prayer for this next week and believe
together for God to open the doors.

Clarify:
Does anyone need clarity on something? Are there any big God questions you are wrestling with?

Celebrate:
Celebrate life’s successes and God’s provision. Worship God’s presence. Time to brag about God.
